Baxter Park Headquarters in Millinocket. Reservations may be made IN ADVANCE FOR ONLY ONE NIGHT AT


DAVIS POND AND FOR ONLY TWO NIGHTS AT WASSATAQUOIK LAKE ISLAND.

It is strongly recommended that backpackers using outlying sites be restricted to ten (10) miles between sites unless


they have Ranger approval for a longer move.


Please be advised that cut-off time has been established for leaving trailheads to hike into backcountry sites.


Allow 4 - 5 hours of daylight for Freezeout Trail (to Hudson or N.W. Cove)


2:00 p.m. - leaving for Russell Pond and surrounding areas. May - August


5:00 p.m. - leaving for Chimney Pond, May - August


As daylight hours shorten in the fall, posted cut-off time is earlier for these areas. Please verify these cut-off times


with the reservation office and make your plans accordingly.
